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Curriculum Outline for Reception Spring Term 2018 
 
Please remember this is a summary and a guideline. Therefore it may be subject to alteration as circumstances change and the children lead their own learning through a purposeful mix of adult and child led activities. 
 
Communication, Language and Literacy 
Children will continue to be immersed in language experiences and activities whereby they practise their speaking and listening skills through stories, class discussions and role play scenarios. The children will be given further formation practice with the cursive writing, work on tricky words and continue to be taught digraphs. Independent writing will be encouraged whilst experimenting with capital letters and full stops. The children will continue to enjoy their independent reading and read a variety of books to ensure they have exposure to different vocabulary and genres. 
 
Mathematics 
In Maths we will regularly be counting to 100 and begin to understand that teen numbers are ten plus some more. We will become more familiar with 3D shapes, continue with language of position and direction and explore lines of symmetry. The children will use equipment such as the Numicon, number lines, cubes, handle large 3D shapes and enjoy games to ensure their understanding. 
 
Personal, Social and Emotional Education 
This term the children will consider right and wrong, learn to solve conflicts by negotiation and continue to learn how to be a good friend. We will strive to give the children ample opportunities to promote collaboration, cooperation and team work. 
 
Physical Development 
In P.E. pupils will develop further, their balls skills using a variety of different sized balls and beanbags. They will continue to enjoy their weekly swimming lesson. 
Reception children will be having two Movement sessions every week. We will begin to introduce the concept of rhythm, by counting the beats in a bar of music and clapping in time and resting in time, starting with 4 beats in a bar. We will then link rhythm to our movement, dance and music. We will concentrate on skipping, bouncing upwards, whilst moving forwards, keeping knees up. We will introduce walking in a 'caterpillar' line, looking ahead with good posture and head position and concentrate on keeping eyes forward. We will continue to work on good strong posture throughout all our sessions and maintaining control throughout all of our movements. We will be working on the following exercises – Warm Up, Rhythm, Skipping, Bounces, Rhythmic Response, The Puppet, Walking and Running and Running with Action. We will start to learn our Left and Right Dance. 
 
Understanding the World 
The children will be learning about the Weather, Ourselves, Transport and Food during this term where they will enjoy visits to Ascari’s and Pizza Express. The children will have experiences from different cultures and will be encouraged to identify similarities and differences from these. The ipads will be used once a week as we promote their ICT skills. They will also be learning about the early part of Jesus’ life and then listening to some of his miracles from the New Testament. We will also discuss some of the religious spring festivals celebrated around the world, including Holi and Easter. In French lessons, the children will continue to practise greetings, numbers and colours as well as learning new vocabulary relating to transport. 
 
Expressive Arts and Design 
Reception will explore colour, shape and texture this term whilst giving the children more opportunities to decide for themselves their own tools and materials. Some of their art work will be heavily influenced by the above topics. We will continue to practise fine motor skills by manipulating playdough during Dough Disco. 
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
